Bryce is a junior at Franklin High School (FHS) in Somerset, NJ. At FHS, he is enrolled solely in Advanced Placement (AP) and Honors courses, and is in the top 10% of his class. Bryce loves to sing, play instruments (most notably the piano and clarinet), and participate in theatre productions.
